ENTERING THE RECYCLING JOURNEY:

It starts with placing your used glass
containers of all colours in your
green bottle bank or doorstep
collection boxes.

PASSING THROUGH SORTING AND PROCESSING:
After being collected, glassis sorted,
cleaned, and broken down into tiny
pieces called ‘cullet.

MAKING ITS WAY TO THE FURNACE:

After the cullet has been sieved and
prepared for melting, it passesinto the
furnace together with sand, soda ash
and limestone.

MAGIC HAPPENS:

Inthe furnace, the culletis melted into a
smooth liquid, ready to be moulded and
shaped into new bottles andjars.



ALL THE WAY BACK T0 YOU:

From here, the reborn bottles begin the
next stage of their journey and find their
way back onto shop shelves to once
again become iconic products.
